Rights and Obligations of the Organisers

The organizer may issue any Competitor Information Bulletins (CIBs) and / or written instructions to competitors at any time. However it is the responsibility of the competitor and / or entrant to acquaint themselves with the CIBs and / or written instructions posted at the official notice board.  
2.3.2
The organizing committee and the stewards of the meeting reserve the right to amend the prescriptions of the present regulations according to the circumstances and cases which arise.  Competitors will be informed of any amendments as soon as possible. Rally Route, Road Book & Speed Chart

3.2.1
The Rally route shall traverse through national & state highways, dirt tracks and other unsealed surfaces. The Organizers have taken adequate measures to ensure that the rally route does not cause unwarranted damage to the vehicles, save and except normal wear and tear.

3.2.2
There are no special stages in this event. The maximum average speed has been restricted to 50 KPH. The total length of the event will be approx. 180 KM.

3.2.3
The road book will contain information regarding the route to be followed, official distances from starting point, intermediate distances between bearings and average speeds to be followed in different sections. The location of Passage Controls for providing refreshments to competitors will be suitably disclosed in the road book. Road book will be made available one minute before start from Kolkata and/or during the course of the event. The road book will contain the speed chart and no separate speed chart will be provided.

3.3
Entrant Eligibility

3.3.1
Any person holding a valid civil driving licence may be an “entrant” for this event.

3.3.2
Every rider and co-rider should be a holder of a currently valid Civil Driving Licence issued by a competent authority. 

3.3.3
Each rider and co-rider should be a holder of a FMSCI Licence.

3.3.4
Two member teams are only allowed to participate, comprising of the rider (driver) and co-rider (navigator). Navigators are also eligible to drive, provided they have competition licences.

3.3.5
Where, the entrant is a legal entity or an individual who is not part of the crew, the first driver named in the entry form shall be responsible for all liabilities and obligations of the entrant, throughout the competition.

3.3.6 
Original driving licenses, registration, valid insurance and taxation documents for the vehicle must be produced for inspection to the Secretary of the Meet or his nominated person along with the fully completed and signed entry form.

3.3.7
A letter of authorization for use of the vehicle must be produced from the owner of the vehicle in case the owner is not is not a member of the crew.

3.3.8 
Under the laws of India, it is mandatory that any accident out of which a claim may arise is to be reported to the nearest police station.

3.3.9
Under no circumstances will any competitor, crew member, marshal or official admit any liability or sign any form or paper which may admit or indicate liability of the Sponsors and/or the organizers in any accident or incident which may arise.

3.4
Vehicle Eligibility

3.4.1
All two wheelers shall run in single class and must be individually licensed for the road. 

3.4.2
This event is open to all two wheelers manufactured in India, subject to restrictions imposed hereinafter.  All bikes will run as a single class, irrespective of their engine capacity. Competitors are free to choose tyres for their vehicles.

3.4.3
Bikes shall have a first aid kit (see Annexure for list of contents), head lamps being considered as compulsory safety requirements for all competing vehicles. The chain cover, leg guard and side stand should be removed. The chain lock should be facing inwards. Details of other requirements will be found in the vehicle scrutiny annexure.

Any type of fuel is permitted provided it complies with the rules of the Government / RTO Laws.

3.4.5
Use or carriage of Cellular phones, Wireless Communication Sets, Pagers etc. during the event, is strictly prohibited under safety regulations and shall attract penalty up to exclusion.

Competitors are advised that start will be denied to those who do not conform to the following safety requirements :
· All the electricals of the vehicle should be in working order and the vehicle should be mechanically road worthy.
· ISI Certified Full Face Helmets with Visors are compulsory for the entire crew in the competing two wheelers.
· The crew should wear additional protective gear made from leather or equally tough material like 
· Full gloves. Navigator may wear half gloves.
· Knee guards
· Elbow guards
· Both crew members shall wear jackets and trousers made of tough material and appropriate shoes.
· First Aid Box.

The Clerk of the Course or his nominated official, may at their sole discretion exclude a competitor who is deemed unfit for reasons of health, consumption of alcohol or drugs.

TIME CONTROL BOOKtc "Article 6 TIME CONTROL BOOK"

A Time Control Card / Book (TCB) shall be issued to each competing crew at the start of Rally. Responsibility for safekeeping the TCB rests solely with the crew until it is returned to an official at the end of the event or earlier.

A specimen sample of TCB will be shown to the competitors during the Drivers’ Briefing. The competitor should carry and protect the TCB through out the event. 
6.3
At every Time Control and Passage Control, the crew must ensure that the TCB is signed by the Control Officials. For Time Controls, the time of arrival at Control should also be noted. The absence of signature on a TCB or the failure to hand in the TCB at any control (time or passage) will entail penalties as per Article No. 11.
6.4
Competitors are themselves responsible for presenta​tion and/or collection of the TCB at the various con​trols and for the accuracy of the entries made therein. The TCB must remain on board the vehicle, for the duration of the event and must be presented personally by the competitor at all the Controls.
6.5
Officials are permitted to modify an entry in a TCB, that they might have made earlier, but in such case they must strike out the original entry, and replace it by a completely new one which must be re-authenticated by a further signature. Any entry, which appears to have been tampered with, may be deemed not to have been made and may result in exclusion for the competitor.
6.6
 A competitor losing his TCB shall be excluded.
6.7
The TCB is the property of the organizers and upon re​tirement by a competitor, for any reasons whatsoever, MUST be returned to the organizers without delay.
6.8
In case of difference in time noted on the TCB (in the possession of the competitor) and the Time Control Card of the Marshal, the time noted in the latter’s record shall be considered final and binding on all competitors.

Any competitor who retires from the rally at any stage shall deface his competition numbers with a prominent ‘X’ and report such withdrawal to the nearest Rally Official.

Particular attention is drawn to the fact that normal insurance policies issued in India do not provide for injuries / fatalities sustained during motor sports. Special endorsements are therefore necessary. Competitors are requested to adhere to such requirement for their own benefit.

There will be standard provision of accident insurance of Rs. 200,000 per crew member arranged by FMSCI.

8.5
The proof that the vehicle is insured (with special rally cover) will be required prior to the acceptance of entries.

Article 9

ADVERTISINGtc "Article 9 ADVERTISING"

Carrying Organizers’ advertisements on reserved portions of competing vehicles is mandatory. 

9.2 Sponsored Competitors are allowed to carry any kind of additional advertisement on the vehicle provided that
· It is authorized by the statute and FMSCI regulations 
· It is not likely to cause any offence to public in general 
· It is not political or religious in nature.
· It does not conflict with official sponsors’ commercial interest
9.3 
Advertisements of any competing product or service conflicting with sponsors’ commercial interest shall not be permitted on the competing vehicles, in any form, except those permitted by the Organisers in writing, on receipt of a written request from the entrant.
9.4 
Even after completion of the event, the competitors may collectively and individually be held responsible for any advertisement, infringing Article 19 of these Supplementary Regulations.

CONTROLS & CONTROL PROCEDURE

There will be TWO types of controls:

10.2
All Time Controls shall be indicated by means of a red control signage placed on the left side of the road. 
10.3
All Passage Controls shall be indicated by means of a blue control signage placed on the left side of the road. 
10.4
Time and Passage Control signage shall be displayed with numbers starting from TC 1 (Start), TC 2, TC 3, TC 4 etc. till finish and Passage Controls with numbers starting from PC 1, PC 2 etc. These numbers have been introduced to ensure that the controls are approached in their numerical sequential order.
10.5
Time Control Boards shall be placed on the control line (a tape or rope stretched across the road).
10.6
Time and Passage Controls shall be ready to function 30 minutes prior to the estimated time of the arrival of the first vehicle.
10.7
Time and Passage Controls shall cease to operate 45 minutes after the estimated time of arrival of the last competing vehicle.
10.8
The Maximum Permitted Lateness (MPL) at each Time and Passage Control shall be 45 minutes.
10.9
It is strictly forbidden under pain of exclusion, to enter a Time/Passage Control area from any direction other than that of the rally or to re-cross or re-enter a Time/Passage Control after a vehicle has checked in thereat.
10.10
Stopping time at any Time Control must not exceed the time necessary for carrying out control operations. One crew member shall alight from his vehicle to present the TCB to the Marshal for endorsement at Time Controls.
10.11
Competitors are obliged to follow instructions of Post Marshals at Time and Passage Controls. Failure to observe such instructions may lead to exclusion at the discretion of the Stewards and Clerk-of-the-Course.
10.12
If the front wheel of a vehicle stops rotating it shall be deemed to have stopped. Stopping in sight of any Marshal at a Time Control shall attract a penalty 3,000 penalty seconds. The Post Marshal’s decision in this case is final. 
10.13
Reversing, zigzagging in sight of any Marshal at a Time Control shall attract a penalty of 3,000 penalty seconds. The Post Marshal’s decision in this case is final subject to his being designated as a judge of fact through a CIB before the start of event.
10.14
All Time Controls shall remain undisclosed in this event.
10.15
Passage Controls may be disclosed and/or kept undisclosed.tc "10.16 Passage Controls may be disclosed and/or kept undisclosed."

Article 12

PROTESTS AND APPEALS
12.1 
Lodging of protest

A protest shall have to be lodged in writing, addressed to the Clerk-of-the Course accompanied with the fees of Rs. 2,000, and handed over to the Clerk-of-the-Course or in his absence to any Addl. Clerk-of-the-Course or Secretary of the Meet. In the absence of the Clerk of the Course or his assistants, such protests should be addressed to any of the Stewards of the meet.  This fee may only be returned if the protest is upheld.
12.2
Protest time limit

a)
Protests against any error or irregularity occurring during the competition, referring to the non-compliance of regulations, except in circumstances which the stewards of the meeting consider as physically impossible, be made within thirty minutes of the official publication of the results on the Official Notice Board.

b) 
The Stewards of the meeting shall treat all protests referred to above as urgent. In the case of a split vote amongst the stewards of the meeting, the chairman of the stewards shall have the casting vote.
12.3 
Appeal
12.3.1
The appeal against any decision of the Stewards, must be made in accordance with the International Sporting Code of the FIM, to IMSAC and as provided for by the NCR.
12.3.2
Any ruling by the Stewards shall be final and subject only to the right of appeal to IMSAC, where an “Intention to Appeal” in writing against the decision of the Stewards, shall have to be addressed to the Chief Steward, filed within 60 minutes of the decision appealed against is communicated to the appellant. The amount of the security deposit for the appeal to the Chief Steward is Rs.5,000/- and to the IMSAC is Rs. 10,000./– for Intention to Appeal and Rs. 15,000/- towards Bond Money. 

12.4 
Inadmissible Protest


No protest shall be adjudicated against the decision of judges of fact, provided they are named as designated to judge that specific fact. In such cases Stewards are empowered to reject such protests.

Article 16

BRIEFING MEETING

16.1
It is compulsory for all competitors to attend the Briefing Meeting to be held on Thursday, 25th November, 2010, at 18:00 hrs at Lions Club Hall at Deshpriya Park.

16.2
Time Control Boards and Passage Control Boards will be displayed for the benefit of the competitors.

16.3
Competitors shall be given a handout on the route highlights and road conditions, including Official Distances where extreme caution is to be observed by the drivers, marked in the Tulip with triple !!!.

16.4 
First aid procedures will be explained.

16.5 
Participant shall be required to sign the attendance sheet/register kept at the venue of the briefing meeting. Failure on the part of crew members to attend and/or sign the attendance sheet / register shall result in Rs. 500 fines per crew.

Article 17

COMPETITION NUMBERS

17.1
Competition numbers will be supplied to the competitors at the time of scrutiny from Rally Head Quarter by the CRO.

17.2 
Loss of all or any competition number stickers may prevent start of vehicle for the event and may also lead to exclusion.

17.3 
Competition numbers shall be affixed on the vehicle as indicated below:


a)
One in front, below head light


b)
One on each side 

17.4
The Blood Group of both crew members shall be painted / affixed on either side of the fuel tank or battery cover (e.g. S. Ghosh O+ve, T. Mohanty AB-ve). 

17.5 
Organiser’s and Sponsor’s stickers shall be affixed on the front/rear mudguards and/or on either side of the bike.

Article 18
SPEED, DISTANCE & DRIVING TIME

18.1
Speed and Distance

The maximum speed for any section shall not exceed 50 kmh.  The overall average speed shall not exceed 45 kmh. The distance to be covered will be approximately 180 kms.

18.2
Driving time


The following limits shall not be exceeded except in case of force majeure and that too, only with the authorisation of the Steward(s). Maximum driving time will include exclusion time/maximum permitted lateness. Maximum driving time shall not exceed 6 hours.  

Article 19
INFRINGEMENT


i)
Traffic laws and speed limits must be strictly observed


ii)
The laws in India require that anyone involved in a notifiable accident must stop and report it to a nearest police station without delay


iii)
If in the opinion of the organizers any competitor is seen to be driving in a dangerous manner he / she shall be excluded at the discretion of the stewards. Competitors are cautioned, under pain of exclusion, not to violate speed limits set forth in the Road Book especially in congested areas like market places, densely populated areas, schools or crowded places.


iv)
Any vehicle involved in an accident during the course of the rally, or violating noise pollution regulations may be excluded from the meet.

Article 20

FINISH


No vehicle may be moved other than by its own power by a competitor except

· By outside means for the minimum distance necessary to extricate it from difficulty and place it back on the road

· By gravity

· By its own crew

Article 21
CLASSIFICATION AS FINISHER


In order to be classified as a finisher, the competitors must:


i)
Check in to controls in the direction set by the organizers.  


ii)
Pass the finishing line and hand over TCB to officials.


iii)
Finish the event within the Maximum Permissible Lateness (MPL)
Article 22
TIME CONTROL

22.1
At Time Controls, a crew member shall alight from the vehicle to present the TCB to the Marshal for endorsement. Competing vehicles shall not stop their vehicles on the hitting tape but pull up on the left of the road after crossing the TC and thus allow other vehicles to pass. Violation shall result in levy of time penalty at the discretion of the Stewards.

22.2 
The time recorded in the TCB shall be the precise time at which the front wheel of the vehicle touches the tape/rope (the finishing line) at a Time Control. The tape/rope will be placed across the road.

22.3 
The time recorded on the TCBs shall also be separately recorded on the Marshal’s Time Sheets.

22.4 
Time will be recorded in hours, minutes and seconds i.e. 08 hours 30 minutes 09 seconds.

22.5 
Time of arrival at a Time Control shall be the starting time for the next Control unless a different starting time is given from that TC to meet the exigencies of a situation by the Post Marshal, COC or ACOC. In other words, hitting time at a Time Control will be the starting time.

22.6 
This Rally is being run on a non-cumulative basis i.e. time gained or lost at any Time Control cannot be made up at the next Time Control.

22.7 
Competitors are requested not to argue with any Marshal at Time Controls regarding time endorsements. They may file their protest with the Post Marshal at the next TC during the rally or hand over the protest to the COC/ACOC or Secretary of the Meet at the finish.

22.8 
Competitors shall report at every Time Control in the order and direction as scheduled by the Organisers. Any infringement on this score shall result in exclusion.

22.9
Failure to obtain a time endorsement in the TCB or signature/initial of a Marshal at a Time Control shall be deemed to be missing of the TC resulting in the award of 3,000 penalty seconds.

22.10
If a Competitor crosses a Time Control line with a flat tyre, he should after crossing the tape, pull over and park his vehicle on the left side of the road so that the other vehicles may pass through without obstruction or impediment. The Post Marshal shall be empowered to give five minutes “dead time” for changing the tyre. The starting time from this control will therefore be the hitting time plus 5 minutes. The awarding of dead time shall be clearly written in the remarks column of the TCB as well as in the Marshal’s Time Sheet. This facility shall not be available unless the competitor has crossed the TC control line.

22.11
Time Control Marshals have been directed not to gesticulate or attempt to warn competitors about “stopping” before crossing the TC control line. It has been noticed that such gesticulations and warnings, distract the concentration of drivers and navigators. It is not the business of TC Marshals to warn competitors of “stopping”. If an infringement occurs they are simply to record it.

22.12
Time Control Marshals have been directed to refrain from speaking to competitors of an approaching vehicle, till such time the vehicle has not crossed the TC line. The crew may be shown the Official Time after the vehicle has checked in at the Time Control, if so requested. 

Article 23 
PASSAGE CONTROL

23.1 
PCs are established at various places along the rally route, to ensure that competitors cover the correct route, as well as serve as locations for service, refueling and meals. At Passage Controls, competitors should get their TCBs stamped and signed by the Marshals without any time endorsement. Passage Controls may be disclosed or undisclosed.

23.2 
Competitors shall report at every Passage Control in the order and direction as scheduled by the Organisers. Any infringement on this score shall result in exclusion.

23.3
Failure to obtain an endorsement in the TCB with a stamp and signature or initial of a Marshal, shall be deemed to be missing of the PC resulting in the award of 3,000 penalty seconds.

23.4
If a competitor passes through an undisclosed Passage Control without obtaining the PC endorsement in the TCB, he shall be deemed to have missed the PC. One crew member shall alight from the vehicle for obtaining endorsements at such undisclosed Passage Controls.

Article 24
 ELIGIBLE CREW

24.1 
Each crew member shall be given a stamped “Identity Card”, affixed with his recent photograph. The “Identity Card” shall be carried visibly on his/ her person throughout the duration of the event. Failure to comply may result in exclusion, at the discretion of the Steward. The “Identity Card” will contain inter alia the competitor’s name, blood group, illnesses and drug allergies, if any.

24.2 
Both the crew must be on board the vehicle during the entire duration of the rally, with the exception of eventualities provided in these Supplementary Regulations.

24.3 
An “Identity Sheet” bearing the recent photographs (4 cm x 4 cm) with the signature of all members of the crew must be kept on board the vehicle throughout the entire duration of the event and must be presented, upon official request. Failure to do so shall result in exclusion from the rally.

24.4 
Competitors shall wear ISI certified open face or full face helmets. Competitors are strongly advised to wear full face helmets for their own safety. Helmets shall be worn throughout the rally when the vehicle is in running condition even in “No Check Zones”. Infringement of this Article shall result in exclusion. 
Article 25

OFFICIAL DISTANCES, IDEAL TIME & RESULTS

25.1 
The Official Distances of Time Controls and Ideal Time shall be displayed on the Official Notice Board at the finish venue at 1500 hrs on 27th November, 2010.

25.2
The official distances mentioned in the Road Book / Tulip shall be final and cannot be challenged or protested against under any circumstance. Competitors are advised to correct their odometers with official distances of bearings mentioned in the Tulip.

25.3
The provisional results shall be posted on the Official Notice Board at “Rally HQ” on 28th November 2010 at 1400 hrs and shall be final after 30 minutes unless subject to any official protest.

Article 26
ROAD BOOK (TULIP) & IDEAL TIME CALCULATIONS

26.1 
Each competitor shall be issued a Road Book (Tulip) one minute before starting time. The average speed for different sections of the route shall be given in the Road Book (Tulip). The Road Book shall indicate the Tulip Serial Number, cumulative & intermediate distances in Km in one decimal place (e.g.10.5), directions & road signs and speed in KPH.

26.2
Organisers reserve the right to issue CIBs requiring speed changes en-route, splitting the road book into sections and handing them over at different places en-route etc.

26.3 
For ideal time calculations, competitors shall disregard all fractions of seconds, for calculations involving speed changes without rounding off fractions of seconds to the next higher integer. For example if ideal time for a section works out to 1 hr 10 min 10.98 sec, it should be taken as 1 hr 10 min 10 sec. 

Article 27 
JUDGES OF FACT

27.1 
All Post Marshals shall function as Judges of Fact at their respective Time or Passage Controls. All such appointments of Post Marshals as Judges of Fact shall be notified by means of a CIB before the start of the event in Kolkata. Post Marshals shall be competent to decide on all cases of stopping, reversal, zigzagging, irregular entry, entry in wrong order or incorrect direction, re-crossing or re-entering, arguments & misbehaviour, unsporting acts etc. and all other relevant infringements of this SR  at their respective controls.

27.6 
A mistake by a Judge of Fact, if any,  may be corrected by him/her with the approval of the Stewards of the Meet.
Article 28

PRIZE DISTRIBUTION
28.1
Prize Distribution ceremony will be held on 28th November, 2010 at 18-00 hrs. The venue will be announced later.
28.2
Competitors are requested to be properly attired, befitting the Prize Distribution Ceremony. Shorts, Bermudas etc. should not be worn as a mark of respect to the dignitaries present on the occasion.
